SOUTHERN TIER BICYCLE CLUB, INC.: CONSTITUTION

Article I: Name - Southern Tier Bicycle Club, Inc.

 Organized April, 1969

 Incorporated May 2, 1974, Not for Profit, Type A

Colors - White on Blue Background

Article II: Aims

1. To promote interest in bicycling;

2. To encourage the allocation of facilities on public lands for use by bicyclists (e.g. bikeways, parking, etc.);

3. To improve the image of the bicyclist in the eyes of the non-cycling public.

Article III: Membership

1. Single membership shall be limited to a minimum age of 11 years.

2. Family memberships, which apply to all persons living in a single house, shall have no age limits, but at least one parent or adult sponsor shall accompany cyclists under the age of 11 on all rides and tours.

3. Life membership is available for 20 times the annual dues for those less than 50 years of age, and ten times the annual dues for those 50 years of age or more.,
4. Single or family membership _will constitute one vote each in general voting.

Article IV: Dues

Dues shall be determined by the Board of Directors and collected annually. After September 1 of the year, dues are 5O% of the normal amount(s). The membership year expires on February 1 of the next year.

Article V: Officers

The President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary shall be elected annually by the membership.

The President shall:

1. be the executive officer of the club;

2. call meetings as required, or requested in writing by five members; 

3. be, or appoint another individual to be, in charge of any activities requested by members for the good of the club.

The Vice President shall:

1. be the next in authority to the President; 2. be responsible for the tour schedule;

3. select, and be advised by, a tour committee.

The Treasurer shall:

1. purchase needed materials, such as paper or stamps, and any other items determined by the Board;

2. handle club membership records;

3. keep club financial records.
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The Secretary shall: 

1. record and keep the minutes of all club meetings; 

2. produce and distribute any required,notices.

Article VI: Board of Directors

The Board of Directors shall consist of:

- the four elected officers;

- the immediate past President;

- at least four, but no more than six, other STBC members appointed by the officers.

The following areas should be represented by the appointed members: - a member familiar with laws relating to bicycling 

- a member of high school age, when possible;

- a member 55 years of age or older.

The Board of Directors shall:

1. be responsible for the budget;

2. determine the-Newsletter/Tour schedule, frequency;

3. act on suggestions from the membership and on requests from other organizations.

A quorum of the Board of Directors shall include at least two of the elected officers.

All members of the Board of Directors shall have been notified of any meeting at least one week in advance. This requirement may be waived for a specific meeting by unanimous vote. of the-Board..

Article VII: Meetings

A formal meeting of the club membership shall be held at least once a year prior to the active riding season and thereafter as deemed necessary by the President or upon request of five members.

Article VIII: Quorum

1. A quorum for conducting business meetings shall consist of at least five members, and the- President: or Vice President.

2. All members shall have been notified of the meeting at least one week in advance.

Article IX: Amendments

Amendments to this constitution may be proposed by any member of STBC and incorporated into this constitution if approved by two-thirds of the membership returning a ballot.
